Psalm 121:1-2 NIV - I lift up my eyes to the mountains—where does my help come from? 2 My help comes from the Lord, the Maker of heaven and earth.
Isaiah 40:21-22, 25-26, 28-31 NIV - Do you not know?  Have you not heard?  Has it not been told you from the beginning?  Have you not understood since the earth was founded?  22 He sits enthroned above the circle of the earth, and its people are like grasshoppers.  He stretches out the heavens like a canopy, and spreads them out like a tent to live in… 25 "To whom will you compare me?  Or who is my equal?" says the Holy One.  26 Lift your eyes and look to the heavens: Who created all these?  He who brings out the starry host one by one, and calls them each by name.
